To raise awareness and provide opportunities for Traveller men to gain a greater understanding of the determinants of Health and the services that they can access.
Work with other Traveller projects to share information and develop activities to support Mens Health and Wellbeing. 
Work with Traveller men in Athy to develop appropriate programmes to address mental health and wellbeing 
To work in partnership with relevant agencies to promote the understanding of factors affecting Traveller Men. 
Represent and Highlight Travellers Mens Health and support participation and engagement by Traveller Men on a range of local forums where relevant.
Support Traveller Men to increase their participation and engagement in local services. 
Manage required administration, IT, data keeping and report writing for the post.
Attend Training when required. 
Any other duties deemed necessary by the management.
