ISL Mural Project Culture Night competition

Over the last number of years, Athy Sing and Sign have organised an Irish Sign Language (ISL) Festival every September, funded through Kildare County Council’s Creative Ireland programme.  Due to COVID 19, the Festival was reimagined into a Visual & Virtual ISL Festival this year. 

The visual arts component includes a new mural, by acclaimed street artist Solus Art, Derek O’Sullivan which was installed in Athy in early September 2020.  Explaining the mural, Solus said that he likes to balance strength and beauty together - hence the ballerina and the boxing gloves, a symbol of overcoming obstacles.  ‘I like to think that this mural will uplift each and every one of us and remind us that we are strong women and men and that we shall all overcome our common obstacle in society today and that is COVID 19’.   The ballerina wears a hearing aid and the mural is accompanied by the word ‘strong’ in text and ISL Alphabet.

Cocooners and elderly people were particularly encouraged to participate and rose to the challenge with gusto!  For Culture Night Kildare, we will have a special presentation of the completed notebooks, before they are scanned for archiving by Kildare County Council, to inform future generations about thoughts and experiences around COVID19.

As the COVID19 crisis unfolded, Kildare County Council were keen to provide some positive pro-active projects that could engage and inspire citizens of the county, particularly those who are cocooning and older people.  The ask?  Sign up for an A5 moleskine project that will be delivered to your home.  Fill it however you wish, capturing the COVID months in some way, and return it to us for digital scanning, to become a permanent archive for Kildare County Council, before the notebook is returned to the participant for keeping. 

Participants were advised that there was no ‘right’ way to complete the notebook - it could take the form of a written diary, notes, poems or stories, looking forward, or back, or reflecting on how it feels to live through these challenging times.  

A well as the digital archiving, there was a desire to somehow share the project with participants and the public in a safe manner, as a public exhibition of the notebooks is not appropriate at this time.

Seven among the older participants were selected from across the county, they were recorded in their own home, while talking about their notebooks. Moving stories of daily struggle and funny anecdotes created a unique testimony of how it feels to live through these challenging times.

The documentary film will be released for online screening on Kildare Arts Service social media channels at 4pm. The project is funded by the Creative Ireland’s Positive Ageing and Creative Wellbeing Challenge Fund.
