COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AND LEADERSHIP
Level 7 

County Kildare LEADER Partnership, in collaboration with Maynooth University Department of Adult & Community Education, are offering individuals volunteering or working in the community sector in County Kildare an opportunity to study for a Maynooth University Level 7 Certificate in Community Development and Leadership.  
The Community Development and Leadership course is instrumental in giving people the skills to become effective actors in their local communities.  This certificate is designed to introduce the student to concepts, definitions, principles and processes of community development and to explore formal and informal community development models. It will critically analyse modern society and introduce students to facilitation and group work skills as leadership tools for managing community development. This course seeks to benefit and inform the work practices of, and build the capacity of, those volunteering or working in the community sector.

This course will commence November 2020 on campus in Maynooth University, with students on Monday evenings from 6.30pm-9.30pm for a 3 hour facilitated workshop /tutorial. The duration of the course is 100 hours. Students will also attend 3/4 Saturdays over the duration of the course. 
Modules include:
· Group Facilitation Skills
· Models of Community Development
· Project Planning and Management
· Social Analysis 
· Integrated Study Skills.

NB: COVID 19:  Given the current situation with the COVID 19 pandemic, Maynooth University hope to be able to run the courses as closely as possible to the way they usually do. However, they are also preparing for Blended delivery of courses. This will mean that depending on the advice from the government, the University might have to switch to Teams, Video or Moodle classes at short notice. 
Consequently, applicants will need access to a PC or Laptop to take part in distance learning.
